 The manuscript will be reviewed before printing. The introduction should be precise and relevant to the topic 
discussed. Clarity and readability are two important things. The maximum number of pages is restricted to eight including 
text, references, figures, tables etc.  
 

 
Detailed instructions 
 

Spacing and numbering 
  

Use 8.5 x 11 inch (216 x 279mm) paper. Indent paragraphs 0.5”; use single spacing. The text should be typed with font 
11 Arial in single column.  Leave a line between two paragraphs. Leave one line before beginning new sections and 

subsections. All text, tables and figures must fit inside the area indicated. If absolutely necessary, we suggest the use of 
condensed line spacing rather than small font sizes.

Place figure captions below figures and table captions above tables. Blue prints and Xerox copies of figures will not be 
accepted. Figures with *.GIF and *.JPG formats are accepted.

Roman symbols (but not numbers or Greek letters) should be in italics. Use SI units throughout.

References are numbered with Arabic numerals and should be inserted in the text near where they are first cited. 

The reference should be listed at the end of the paper in the order as follows. 
 

1. Use bullets. Type in 10 point Arial. 
2. A. Author and B. Author, J. Name, Vol. (Year) Page. 
3. Author(s) in “Name of the Blockò, Editor names (Eds.,), Publisher (Year) page. 
4. Author(s) in Proc. of Symposium, Editor name (Eds.), Organizer, Date, Venue (Year) Abs. No of page.

1. Submit the abstract and full text of your paper through online registration given in the website :

2. Make sure that your paper is within 8 pages in single column format. 
3. The title and author(s) of the paper as above will appear in the final program and author index. If there are any changes 

please edit online before the deadline. 
4. Please include the corresponding author(s) email address (es) at the lower part of the first page as shown in this 

document. 
5. The deadline for the receipt of manuscript by the Secretariat is October 10, 2018.
